Prayer for Divine Protection While Sleeping (3:00 AM)

I trust in Your divine protection and know that no weapon formed against me shall prosper (Isaiah 54:17).
Father, anyone who practices necromancy, anyone sent to attack me while I sleep, I ask that You render their spells and sorcery powerless. Let all their evil plans be ineffective. Protect me, Lord, from the dark forces—particularly from any black snakes sent in the night to harm me. May Your serpent devour every evil seed planted in my dreams and destroy every weapon being used against me in the spirit realm.
I bind and destroy all black snakes, evil birds, and lizards that come from the cemeteries to attack me. In the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, I command them to be bound and cast out, never to return. I declare that no evil thing shall have dominion over me as I rest.
Father, I know that there is darkness awakened at night to oppress Your children. They intend to cause sleepless nights, nightmares, and attempt to exchange our destinies.
